Today just as technogy changed the face of industry , farms have undergone an " agricultural revolution”.On the farm of today, machines provide almost all the power.
One of the most important benefits will be the farm computer. A few forward-looking farm-ers are already using computers to help them run their farms more efficiently. The computers

Passage Three
  An idea that started in Seattle' s public library has spread throughout America and beyond.
The concept is simple: help to build a sense of community in a city by getting everyone to read 
the same book at the same time.
  In addition to encouraging reading as a pursuit (追求) to be enjoyed by all, the program allows 
strangers to communicate by discussing the book on the bus, as well as promoting reading as 
an experience to be shared in families and schools. The idea came from Seattle librarian Nancy
Pearl who launched the "If All of Seattle Read the Same Book" project in 1998. Her original 
program used author visits, study guides and book discussion groups to bring people together 
With a book, but the idea has since expanded to many other American cities, and even to 
Hong Kong.
  In Chicago, the mayor appeared on television to announce the choice of To Kill a Mockingbird
as the first book in the " One Book, One Chicago” program. As a result, reading clubs and 
neighborhood groups sprang up' around the city. Across the US, stories emerged of parents and
children reading to each other at night and strangers chatting away on the bus about the plot andcharacters.
  The only problem arose in New York , where local readers could not decide on one book to
represent the huge and diverse population. This may show that the idea works best in medium-sized cities or large towns, where a greater sense of unity can be achieved. Or it may show that
New Yorkers rather missed the point , putting all their energy and passion into the choice of the
book rather than discussion about a book itself.

   Diana Jacobs thought her family had a workable plan to pay for college for her 21-year-old
twin sons: a combination of savings , income , scholarships, and a modest amount of borrowing.
Then her husband lost his job, and the plan fell apart.
   "I have two kids in college, and I want to say . ’come home' , but at the same time I want to 
provide them with a good education," says Jacobs.
   The Jacobs family did work out a solution: They asked and received more aid from the
schools, and each son increased his borrowing to the maximum amount through the federal loan(贷款) program. They will each graduate with $20,000 of debt, but at least they will be able to 
finish school.
With unemployment rising, financial aid administrators expect to hear more families like 
the Jacobs. More students are applying for aid , and more families expect to need student 
loans. Col-lege administrators are concerned that they will not have enough aid money to go 
around.
   At the same time, tuition (学费) continues to rise. A report from the National Center for
Public Policy and Higher Education found that college tuition and fees increased 439% during thepast 20 years, while average family income rose just 147%. Student borrowing has more than
doubled in the last decade, "If we go on this way for another 25 years, we won' t have an afford-able system of higher education ," says Patrick M. Callan, president of the center.”The middle 
class families have been financing it through debt. They will send kids to college whatever it 
takes, even if that means a huge amount of debt.
   Financial aid administrators have been having a hard time as many companies decide that 
student loans are not profitable enough and have stopped making them. The good news, 
however, is that federal loans account for about three quarters of student borrowing, and the 
government saysthat money will flow uninterrupted.
